The prime purpose of reconstructive plastic surgery is simply to improve the appearance except for extreme cases involving major facial or bodily damage resulting from automobile accidents, etc. Most importantly a Plastic Surgeon can only perform a plastic surgery effectively.However in both cases insurance can pay although there are some cases where your claim may be reduced or denied completely. That's why you need to coordinate the planned procedure with your health insurance provider well before you get the procedure which is always very much important.Sometimes there will be no deal if your insurance company will not cover the bill for the procedure. For instance if you unhappy with your profile after having your nose reshaped, there will no deal entertained by your insurance company. In that time you are at your own. However, insurance company can provide a bill to your profile when your doctor has diagnosed a chronic breathing problem that results in the potentially dangerous condition known as "Sleep Apnea" and you could end up with a new nose.Make sure that if your doctor is certified by among all these like American Association for Accreditation of Ambulatory Surgery Facilities(AAAASF), Accreditation Association for Ambulatory Health Care (AAAHC), Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO), then there is no guarantee of a trouble-free experience. Even make sure that the doctors can also perform a plastic surgery, if they don&rsquo;t have these certifications. In fact people those who run the facility, have a serious lack of regard for your health and well being. Importantly you should never use an uncertified plastic surgeon or facility.
